Barrie, J.M.  Peter Pan. – First published in 1906, this is the first book entirely about the character Peter Pan. Two years earlier, in 1904, Barrie had published a play based on the same character.
Barrie, J.M.  Peter and Wendy. – First published in 1911, this novel is very similar to the 1904 play but has an additional chapter that was not in the play. 
Baum, L. Frank. The Wonderful Wizard of Oz. – First published in 1900, this is the first novel written about the Land of Oz Baum would go on to write thirteen more novels about the people and places in the land of Oz. 
Burnett, Frances H.  A Little Princess. – First published in 1904.

Burnett, Frances H.  Editha’s Burglar. – First published in 1888.
Burnett, Frances H.  The Secret Garden. – First published in 1911.

Burroughs, Edgar R.  Tarzan of the Apes. – First published in 1912, this was the first of twenty-three novels about Tarzan.
Carroll, Lewis.  Alice’s Adventures in Wonderland. – First published in 1865. Its sequel, Through the Looking-Glass, and What Alice Found There was published in 1871.
Irving, Washington.  The Sketch Book of Geoffrey Crayon, Gent. – First published In 1820, this collection of short stories includes “The Legend of Sleepy Hollow” and “Rip Van Winkle.”
Potter, Beatrix.  The Tale of Peter Rabbit. – First published in 1902. Potter had twenty-three books published and Peter Rabbit makes an appearance in a few of them.
Shelley, Mary.  Frankenstein; or, The Modern Prometheus. -  First published in 1818.

Spyri, Johanna.  Heidi’s Years of Wandering and Learning. First published in 1880. 
Stoker, Bram.  Dracula. – First published in 1897.

Twain, Mark.  The Adventures of Tom Sawyer. – First published in 1876. Twain also wrote many other novels for young adults including; The Prince and the Pauper (1882), Adventures of Huckleberry Finn (1884) and others. 
Verne, Jules.  A Journey to the Center of the Earth. – First published in 1864. In addition to this novel, he wrote fifty-three others all of which were part of “The Extraordinary Voyages.”
