The purpose of Heritage Square Museum's school tour program is to create an enjoyable museum visit where students learn about the rich cultural history of people living in Southern California from 1850-1950, with a focus on the Victorian Era. 
Structure of Tour: This is a three-part program: Tour preparation in classroom prior to museum visit (including a visit from a volunteer), a guided tour of the museum, and an activity that will be posted in the museum gallery.  The program may be adjusted according to grade level and teacher’s special requests.

Times: On-site tours are currently offered Mondays-Thursdays between 10:00 a.m. and 3:00 p.m.  Class visits are scheduled according to volunteer, staff, and teacher availability.
Group Size/Chaperons: When you complete your application, please give an accurate number of students in your group, to ensure adequate staffing.  We require one chaperon for every 10 students to ensure adequate supervision. Maximum group size per classroom is 35.
Reservations: Tours are available by advance reservation and may be booked from August 1 through June 1. This can vary if school is on a track system. Reservations must be made at least 60 days prior to date requested.  It is recommended that reservations be made in the beginning of the school year due to the popularity of the program.  Please also have an alternate date available in the event there is a tour already scheduled on your preferred date.
Cancellation: If it is necessary to cancel, please call immediately. At least one week's notice is required to schedule another class from our waiting list, and to reschedule your class.  Heritage Square Museum reserves the right to cancel any portion of the guided tour as circumstances warrant, such as bad or unsafe weather conditions.  In such an event, the tour may be rescheduled for a later date.
If Late or Lost: Please call the Education Department, at (323) 225-2700 ext. 224, immediately if you know you will be late.  If you are late, you must be prepared for a shortened program, or even cancellation of your tour.  Plan to arrive with ample time for parking, unloading, and meeting your guide.  

Lunch Facilities: The museum does not have a restaurant, but does offer plenty of lawn space with shaded areas to enjoy a picnic lunch.  Please advise staff if you plan to bring a picnic lunch and notify of your meal period in advance.
Access:  Individuals with mobility challenges may encounter difficulties due to ongoing restoration work.  Wheelchair accessible walkways are limited and most of the exterior landscape is grass or gravel.  Please call for more detailed information or to make special arrangements.
